Club member  Andy Dickinson sent in the following piece, thank you Andy 
for a well written piece.
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After a couple of years away it was back to Sunny Brands hatch for the Mini 
Festival on 6th and 7th of August.
I race within the Mini 7 racing club in the Mini Libre class which is fairly 
unlimited modifications based around the Mini Miglia class.

Having qualified 4th (out of 9) in class I was fairly pleased to be in the top 
50%!

Race 1 I got ahead and up into 3rd place for a few laps, and while pushing 
hard saw an opening for 2nd place, so a plan was made to keep tight into 
paddock hill bend and try down the inside of a more powerful car.
Said car’s engine cut power mid corner due to a crank sensor failure and 
causing me to unfortunately tag him mid at the worst possible part of the 
circuit!!
Unfortunately that burst my radiator and forced me to retire before any further
damage.

Quick radiator swap and a check over for race 2 and it was ready to go again.
This time starting a bit further back on the grid due to the dnf.
A very messy first corner incident with Mini Miglias punted in all directions 
causing a red flag. Luckily I missed it all and was up for the restart.
Bit better start this time and got up to 3rd again, more incidents causing the 
safety car to come out.
When his lights went out I kept with 2nd in class but couldn’t get close 
enough In time to try pass!!! Just 1 more lap!
Finished Race 2 in 3rd place!
Also fastest Libre lap in race 1 pre incident so really pleased with how the 

weekend went!
